DANCE COMPANY 1is by audition only. Technique will be on a more advanced
level than in Dance I and 1l. Emphasis will be placed on Modern Dance,
Choreography, and Performance. Dance History and performance evaluation
will also be studied. You will be required to choreograph individually and
in small groups. Attached you will find a list of dates for the year.
Please keep this as a reference.

Company top(s), dance pants, shorts, and warm-ups will be purchased. If the
students already have black dance pants and shorts, they will not be
required to purchase another pair. These items become part of our costuming
for our concerts. Professional choreographers and master teachers will be
hired to work with Dance Company which has become a wonderful teaching tool
for the students.

We also host MORP, November 5™ at the school and this dance is our only
fund raiser. 1 do require the students to attend unless they are not
sixteen and it i1s a rule in your home that your child does not date before
the age of sixteen.

PARTICIPATION AND ATTENDANCE will be 50% of the final grade. Atthe beginning of
each class period there will be a journal entry and you will need to bring a composition notebook (9 % X 7 %
inch) to keep in class. YOU CANNOT MAKEUP THESE ASSIGNMENTS. They are participation grades and
need to be done at the beginning of class so it is important for you to be on time. However, if you are school
excused, these assignments will not count against your grade. There is little outside homework
and all curriculum i1s covered during class hours. There is a possibility of
5 points each day. These points are earned through full participation,
being dressed, and being on time. If a student is absent for ANY reason
other than a school excuse, he/she won’t receive and points for the day.
